
GENERAL 
Our stage monitor series of products has been designed after many 
years of research and development with input from audio engineers, 
working musicians, and entertainers.  Great detail in quality has been 
given not only to sonic characteristics, but also to ergonomics and reli-
ability. The same construction techniques and quality of components 
and material are used throughout the entire line, regardless of the appli-
cation or price point.  3/4” birch plywood is used for all enclosure panels.  
To ensure structural integrity, all panels are braced internally.  After 
enclosure assembly, all surfaces are sanded and two coats of smooth 
chemical coaling is applied as a primer coat.  An additional two textured 
coats are applied for durability.  Standard color is black, with white also 
available.  A smooth, sanded finish can also be ordered for user sup-
plied finishes.  All hardware is recessed for transport durability.  To pro-
tect the transducers, an epoxy coated 16-gauge perforated steel grill is 
used.

The CM-110 is a simplistically styled, very compact, low profile, high SPL 
Floor Monitor speaker systems; and was specifically designed as an eco-
nomic solution for houses of worship and stage production applications.  
The CM-110 is equally adept in both vocal reproduction and/or instrument 
reproduction monitoring.  The low frequencies are handles by a 10” 300 
watt woofer.  The high frequencies are reproduced by a 90 degree by 90 
degree constant dispersion horn and driver combination.  The cabinet 
offers two positioning angles; the low profile angle is 30 degree; the 
higher profile angle is 60 degree.  The CM-110 is a full range (passive) 
monitor.  The unit comes standard with a black textured enamel finish; 
black powder coated steel grill; and 1/4” jack inputs.
